“The LNM Institute of Information Technology”, intends to invite proposals from interested bidders/companies for setting up of “solar PV electric power generation plant/s”, with net metering facility under RESCO mode.

The bidders/companies shall install the plant on roof-top, open land, boundary etc., provided by
“The LNM Institute of Information Technology” (LNMIIT), as per the feasibility report presented by the bidder.

Objectives
· To invite the prospective bidders/companies to set up “Grid Connected solar PV electric power generation plant” with net metering facility, to help achieve more than 80% of the Institute’s power requirements via solar generation.
· The Institute intends that the bidders/companies are invited and selected in a transparent manner to set up the plant so that the institute can fulfill the electrical power requirements from the generated solar power.
· The selected bidders shall be required to set up solar power plant within the specified period.

Eligibility
· Bidder must be involved in the business of installation and commissioning of the solar power generation plants, and must have installed minimum 3 power generation plants of capacity 1000 kWp each, within the period of last five years.
· Bidders must have installed a minimum of 3 power generation plants, each with a capacity of 1000 KWp, or must have at least one project under execution with a minimum capacity of 5 MWp, covering the complete scope of Engineering, Procurement, and Commissioning.
· Bidder must have been involved in installation of solar power plants for minimum of last three years. Bidder must submit audited balance sheet for last three years.
· Bidder must be registered with MNRE and/or other relevant authority, to undertake such work.
· Bidder must visit the institute and ascertain the generation capacity of the proposed solar PV Power Plant and submit a letter in this regard in the desired format, as per annexure “A”.

LNMIIT’s scope of work
· LNMIIT (owner) will provide the roof-top, open land, boundary etc., free of cost to install the solar PV power plant.
· Owner shall provide free of cost electricity and water for the installation of the plant at one point. However, bidder to ensure proper utilization of resources and that no wastage is done. Bidder shall make his own arrangement to draw the water and electricity lines to the exact location of work.
· Owner shall provide space, free of cost for proper staking of the material for installation. However, it shall be the bidder’s responsibility to ensure its safety and timely removal of the spare material, within a week after completion of work.
· Owner shall provide internet connectivity to the location of inverter/s.
· Owner shall provide all necessary documents for obtaining approvals for installation of plant, however it is the responsibility of the bidder to obtain all such approvals well within time and make the plant operational.

Bidders scope of work:
· Bidder shall visit the site prior to submit his bid, attend the pre-bid meeting and carefully ascertain the generation capacity of the proposed solar PV Power Plant.
· The bidders will be asked to submit their feasibility report and concept note of generation unit/s to be installed. Bidder to identify various locations within the campus for installation of Solar PV plant under RESCO mode and to bid for the complete proposal. Report should contain tentative site plan of individual generation units proposed to be installed along with the other related information.  Copies of the site drawings can be obtained from the institute on request.
· Bidder shall visit the campus and visit the locations available for installation of solar PV power generation plant/s.
· Bidder to ensure that the energy generation figures claimed through the feasibility report are met. The institute shall have a minimum generation guarantee clause in the PPA, under which the bidder shall be penalized if a shortfall in energy generation is noticed in any given year during the PPA. The bidder shall mention yearly minimum generation figures for the period of PPA.
· Bidder shall clearly indicate the safety guidelines for installation and operation of solar PV generation plants suggested by MNRE and other related agencies.
· Bidder shall clearly ascertain and mention all the necessary modifications and or new civil or fabricated installation/s, which are required to be done to facilitate the installation and operation of the proposed plant.
· If the proposal is accepted and the order is awarded, the bidder shall be required to do at his cost and no charges will be paid to the bidder for modifications and or new civil or fabricated installation/s, which are required to be done to facilitate the installation and operation of the proposed plant.
· Provide the techno-commercial proposal in separate sealed envelopes clearly marked as “Technical / Commercial offer for the “solar PV Power Plant”.
· Bidder shall facilitate owner’s visit, if demanded by the owner, to the site/s, executed/in progress by the bidder.
· Obtain all necessary approvals for the legal use of the plant, including net metering facility.
· On award of the order, the bidder must ascertain that the work is completed and the plant is operational for use with all approvals and checks within the time agreed as per order.
· Ensure safety of the material and property of the institute, during the installation works.
· Ensure removal of the excess material, debri etc from the site within 07 days from the completion of work.
· Ensure that the safety guidelines as suggested by MNRE/ other related agencies are implemented during the installation works and during operation of the solar PV plant.
· If in future during the period of PPA, Institute decides to relocate some part of the installation, the bidder shall agree to do the same at the agreeable cost of labor.
 
Process of selection:
· Bids will be opened in the competent committee constituted by the institute.
· Bids received only in the sealed and marked envelopes, in which two separately sealed envelopes containing technical and commercial offers will be accepted for evaluation and comparison.
· Bids received in open condition or without duly marked will be rejected immediately.
· Relevant documents conforming eligibility and Information form (as per annexure B) must be placed in the main envelope (outside the sealed envelope of technical & commercial bids).
· During the technical evaluation, the bidders may be called for any clarifications.
· Bidder may also be required to arrange a visit to a location where the bidder has installed / is installing a solar power plant.
· Commercial bids of the selected bidders after the technical evaluation will be opened in the committee constituted by the institute.
· Bids received in the format other than the format given will not be accepted.
· Bidder/s may also be required to visit the institute for negotiation meeting in front of committee, if required.
· Institute in its sole discretion, may reject any and all proposals made by bidder(s), may change the conditions relating to the EOI or cancel this EOI at any time without assigning any reason.
· Institute holds the right to select or reject any of the locations as mentioned by the bidder in his feasibility report.
· Bidder must agree in writing that he shall not employ/hire directly or indirectly, any executive/worker serving the institute directly or on contractor or through a vendor.
· Other things being equal, preference would be given to a vendor who is involved either directly or through its publically listed subsidiary in manufacturing of all or most of the components involved.
· Bidder(s) acknowledge and agree that response to the EOI is purely voluntary action on their part and for any expenditure on this account shall be borne by the bidder(s).

· Layout plan of the campus can be obtained on request via cao@lnmiit.ac.in. Although, indicative areas where solar PV installation are suggested are marked on the plan, the bidders are requested to visit the campus and provided there proposal.
· The institute has two power connections under separate categories with 850 kVA CD & 2800 kW connected load and 1450 kVA CD & 2000 kW connected load respectively.
