Technical & Commercial details on the company’s letterhead, duly signed and sealed by the authorized signatory, are required to be submitted in two separate envelopes/emails. 
Envelopes/Emails should be duly marked as follows:

3. Detail of other associated/sister concerns (if any) of Directors/Partners/ Proprietor/ Members to be provided.
4. Turnover for the last three years to be mentioned. (Copy to be enclosed)
5. List of the clients to whom the vendor has delivered the goods or provided the services in the past.
6. Specification as mentioned below, shall be provided as per the details given below:

Scope of work

1. The scope of work will cover the supply/service/SITC of given items at the LNMIIT Jaipur campus.
2. The Vendor is required to submit the complete documentation of the supplied item after delivery.
3. All the vendors shall submit their last three years of verified work completion certificates, genuine
purchase orders/ Work orders, company profiles, and other documents to support the bid. The papers shall comprise at least one document of each year in reverse chronological order.
4. Pre-bid visit shall be done to understand the scope of work more effectively and to check the last finished project similar to this project and the actual site where this new work is going to be done before quoting the rates of the items in the tender to clear up any confusion regarding the items' design/ their minute details, the scope of work, and the solicitation of documents. If a vendor quotes the items without a visit or meeting, their bid will be rejected on technical grounds. 

Procedure for Removal and Installation of New WPC Kitchen Cabinets.
1. Scope of Work:
· 1.1 Removal of Old Wooden Cabinets:
· Dismantling and removing existing wooden kitchen cabinets, ensuring that the work area is kept clean and free from debris during the removal process.
· Disposal of the dismantled material in a manner compliant with environmental regulations.
· 1.2 Preparation of Surface for New Installation:
· Ensuring the surface under the kitchen slab and the front gate areas are prepared, leveled, and free from any obstructions to ensure smooth installation of new components.
· 1.3 Fixing 19 mm WPC Board:
· Material: Use of 19 mm thick WPC (Wood-Plastic Composite) board.
· Placement: Fixing the WPC board under the kitchen slab and elsewhere.
· Dimensions: Dimensions as per the site requirement, but typically standard width 300 mm to 1000 mm or as required and height as required.
· 1.4 Laminated Finish:
· Front Side: Laminated (Green ply) surface in wooden texture shade (1mm thick).
· Back Side: Laminated surface in white shade (0.8 mm thick).
· 1.5 Hardware:
· Type: Standard kitchen cabinet hardware, including hinges, drawer slides, and locks, to be used as per the design. Such as, Moda, Hetich, Ebco, and as per LNMIIT approval.
· Quality: Hardware should be of high-quality, corrosion-resistant material (Only stainless steel 304).

2. Specifications:
· 2.1 WPC Board:
· Thickness: 19 mm.
· Material Composition: Wood plastic composite board with a minimum density of 1.3 gm/cm³.
· Finish: Both sides laminated (front side with a wooden texture shade and back side in white).
· Dimensions: As per the required measurements.
· 2.2 Laminates:
· Wooden Texture Shade: High-pressure laminate with a textured finish resembling wood.
· White Shade: High-pressure laminate with a smooth, glossy white finish.
· 2.3 Hardware:
· Hinges: Stainless steel, concealed type, durable and rust-resistant.
· Drawer Slides: Heavy-duty ball-bearing type, capable of supporting weight for kitchen use.
· Locks: For drawers, with corrosion-resistant materials.

3. Method of Measurement:
· 3.1 Area of WPC Board:
· Measurement will be taken based on the area of the WPC board used.
· Measurement shall be taken in square feet (ft²).
· 3.2 Hardware:
· Count the number of hinges, drawer slides, and locks used as per the design requirement. Everything included in sqft. 

4. Installation Methodology:
· 4.1 WPC Board Fixing:
· The WPC boards shall be fixed with appropriate screws, ensuring that there is no gap or misalignment at the edges.
· All joints to be sealed with high-quality adhesive for water resistance.
· 4.2 Laminating:
· Apply laminates using commercial-grade adhesive to ensure bonding strength.
· The laminated surface should be free from air bubbles, scratches, or defects.
· 4.3 Hardware Installation:
· Install hinges, drawer slides, and locks according to the manufacturer's instructions and ensure that all hardware is firmly secured and functional.

5. Finishing and Cleanliness:
· 5.1: Ensure that all surfaces, including the WPC board, laminates, and hardware, are clean and free of any debris after installation.
· 5.2: Perform a final inspection to ensure that the installation is level and all hardware is operating smoothly.
