1. Company profile or brief note about the bidder's company, PAN number, and GST number should be submitted by the Vendor.

Scope of Work
1. Site Preparation
· Site cleaning, removal of vegetation, debris and disposal.
· Demolition and removal of existing structures/obstructions, if any.

2. Earthwork & Subgrade
· Excavation to the required depth.
· Filling with selected approved soil in layers not exceeding 200 mm, watering, ramming and compaction to form a stable subgrade in accordance with IS 2720 (Methods of Test for Soils).

3. Granular Sub-Base (GSB)
· Providing and laying 150 mm thick compacted sand/murum (GSB) as per MoRTH Clause 401.

4. Base Course (if required as per design)
· Providing and laying 100–150 mm thick Plain Cement Concrete (M10/M15) conforming to IS 456:2000, properly levelled and cured.

5. Paver Block Flooring
· Providing and laying 80 mm thick factory-made precast cement concrete interlocking paver blocks conforming to IS 15658:2006.
· Technical requirements:
a. Compressive strength: Minimum 35 N/mm² (35 MPa)
b. Water absorption: ≤ 6% by mass
c. Tolerance: ± 3 mm in thickness
d. Shape/colour/finish: As approved by Engineer-in-Charge
· Pavers to be laid over 50 mm thick compacted sand bedding, with joints filled with fine sand.
· Entire surface compacted using vibratory plate compactor.

6. Edge Restraints
· Providing and constructing RCC/M20 concrete edge restraints or precast concrete kerb stones along the periphery to hold the paver blocks in position.
· Edge restraints to be properly anchored into PCC bedding and finished flush with the platform surface.

7. Top Slope & Drainage
· The paved block surface shall be laid to a uniform slope of 1:80 to 1:100 (1.0% – 1.25%) or as directed, to ensure proper surface drainage.
· Slope direction shall be towards designated side drains / natural outfall.

8. Finishing & Curing
· Proper levelling and finishing of the entire platform surface.
· Curing of all concrete works (PCC base and edge restraints) as per IS 456:2000.
· Final inspection to ensure smooth, even surface with no undulations, water stagnation, or settlement.

9. General Requirements
· Inclusive of all labour, materials, machinery, formwork, tools, curing, testing, transportation, and incidental works.
· Work shall comply with IS 15658:2006, IS 456:2000, IS 383:2016, and directions of the Engineer-in-Charge.
· The Vendor is required to submit the complete documentation of the supplied item after delivery.
