Scope of work

1. 	General
The work comprises complete repair, protection, and waterproofing of the lecture hall terrace area (≈ 3,369.963 m²). Contractor shall provide all materials, labour, tools, equipment, scaffolding, plant & machinery required for the execution and completion of works. All work to be carried out in compliance with IS codes, manufacturer specifications, and engineer-in-charge directions.

2. 	Detailed Scope
2.1 	Waterproofing Works
• 	Cleaning and preparation of terrace surface (removal of debris, loose material, laitance).
• 	Treatment with liquid-applied waterproofing system for normal surface area and  Fibre Reinforced elastomeric Membrane waterproofing system at severe location
• 	Application of protection screed over entire terrace.
• 	Division of treatment: 30% area severe leakage zone, 70% area normal leakage zone.
• 	Special waterproofing and flashing near drain outlets and vulnerable junctions.
• 	Slope correction and profile adjustment screed to ensure proper drainage towards outlets.
• 	Formation of small drain channels where required.
• 	Ponding/water testing after completion.

2.2 	Parapet Wall, Expansion Joints & Testing
• 	Repair and replastering of parapet walls, inside and outside faces and fixing of cement Jali wherever required
• 	Repair/treatment of existing expansion joints with appropriate joint sealants and waterproof compounds.
• 	Testing of joints and adjoining areas for water tightness.
•	Tentative Treatment area : 500 Sqm

2.3 	Old Duct Vents & Slab Casting
• 	Demolition of up to 26 nos. old ducting vents (≈ 5 m² each) may be decrease to 18 nos
• 	Casting of RCC slab matching existing thickness, finish, and reinforcement detailing.
• 	Making good connections with surrounding slab.

2.4 Finishes – Grit Wash & Stone Cladding
• 	Removal of old grit wash plaster.
• 	Application of new grit wash plaster with waterproofing admixture.
• 	Removal and refixing of red stone cladding; replacement of broken/damaged stones.
• 	Tentative treatment area: 450 m².(Grit wash and Stone Cladding)
•	Epoxy Coating for Red stone, Tentative treatment area: 70 Sqm 


2.5 	Plaster Repairs
• 	Removal of old/damaged plaster in mumty, internal & external walls, and elsewhere as required.
•	Providing new plaster (waterproof cement plaster) to match existing.
•	Tentative treatment area: 450 m².(Grit wash and Stone Cladding)

2.5 	Interior Works
• 	Providing and fixing false ceiling under lecture halls where old ducting vents are removed.
• 	Repainting/touch-up where necessary after ceiling work.
•	Tentative Treatment area: 170 Sqm(maximum)

2.7 	MEP & Electrical
• 	Rerouting/refitting of open wires on terrace (wherever plastering or waterproofing works interfere).
• 	Plumbing and MEP work adjustments associated with duct vent closure and terrace drainage.
• 	Electrical works: conduit repair, wire refitting, fixture adjustments in affected areas.
•	Tentative Treatment area: 3369.96 Sq(Lumpsum)

· Removal and disposal of debris from terrace and site.
· Any unforeseen repair works necessary to ensure complete watertightness of terrace.

4. 	Deliverables
• 	Terrace surface free of leakage and water stagnation.
• 	Repaired parapet walls, plaster, cladding, grit wash, and duct vent closures.
• 	Fully functional MEP and electrical services reinstated.
• 	Documentation: test reports, guarantee certificates, and as-built drawings (if applicable).

5.	Proposal Requirements
Bidders are requested to submit their proposal on a lumpsum turnkey basis, considering the tentative quantities mentioned in the scope of work. The proposal should include:
1. Detailed technical specifications of the materials and systems proposed.
2. Specific methodology and sequence of execution, highlighting surface preparation, application process, curing/protection measures, and service rerouting.
3. Compliance with relevant IS codes / DSR specifications.
4. Warranty/guarantee period for the waterproofing system offered.
5. Completion schedule with milestones


Special Conditions of Contract
1. Turnkey Responsibility
The contractor shall be fully responsible for carrying out the work on a lumpsum turnkey basis, covering labour, material, tools, tackles, scaffolding, safety arrangements, and any other incidental items required for successful completion.

2. Site Conditions
Bidders shall visit the site and acquaint themselves with the existing conditions before submission of the proposal. No claims will be entertained later for lack of site knowledge.

3. Methodology & Approval
Detailed methodology and sequence of execution shall be submitted by the contractor and approved by the Engineer-in-Charge prior to commencement.

Any deviation from approved methodology must be pre-approved in writing.

4. Quality of Materials
All materials shall conform to relevant IS codes / DSR specifications or equivalent international standards.

Manufacturer’s test certificates must be provided for all chemicals and waterproofing products.

5. Workmanship & Protection
The contractor shall ensure proper slope, drainage, and flashing details to avoid water stagnation.
During execution, proper curing, protection, and safety measures must be ensured.

6. Coordination of Ancillary Works
All rerouting/refixing of AC pipes, cables, ducts, plumbing, and false ceiling works shall be carried out in coordination with concerned agencies without disturbing existing services.

7. Warranty / Guarantee
The contractor shall provide a minimum 10 years warranty against leakage/seepage from the treated terrace surface.

Any defects noticed during the warranty period shall be rectified by the contractor at no extra cost.

8. Completion Time
The work must be completed within the stipulated period as per the agreed schedule. Delays will attract penalties as per contract terms.

9. Payment Terms
Since the contract is on a lumpsum basis, interim payments may be released against certified progress, subject to retention/security deposit as per contract conditions.

10. Safety & Housekeeping
All statutory safety norms must be followed.
Contractor shall maintain cleanliness and dispose of debris from the site regularly.
