Scope of Work:
The work involves rehabilitation, repair, and re-waterproofing of terrace water tanks of the G+6 hostel building for 240 students, including potable water tanks, flushing water tanks, and the fire water tank. The contractor shall carry out all necessary preparatory, repair, waterproofing, testing, and handover activities as per the approved methodology.
The tanks include:
·  Potable water tanks
·  Flushing water tanks
· Fire-fighting water tank
The tanks have reported dampness, leaks, and minor structural defects, requiring a combination of structural repair, PU waterproofing, GP2 external plastering, and testing to restore full serviceability and watertightness.
Contractor Responsibilities

The contractor shall be responsible for:
1. Providing all labour, tools, scaffolding, safety equipment, and materials.
2. Carrying out preparatory, repair, rehabilitation, waterproofing, testing, and handover activities as per approved methodology.
3. Ensuring potable water safety by using only approved potable-grade materials inside potable tanks.
4. Maintaining safety and access to the terrace and tanks during all works.
5. Coordinating with the Engineer-in-Charge for inspections, approvals, and testing.
Detailed Work Components
Preliminary Works
· Mobilization of labor, materials, and equipment.
· Preparation of access and scaffolding to safely reach all tanks.
· Draining of tanks, isolation from water supply, and temporary water management (Arrange temporary HDPE tanks to maintain hostel water supply).
· Site inspection and documentation of existing conditions (cracks, dampness, leakage, concrete defects).
Dewatering, Cleaning, and Surface Preparation
· Complete dewatering of all tanks using pumps. 
· Removal of silt, debris, and loose particles.
· High-pressure water jet cleaning of internal surfaces (walls, floors, corners).
· Mechanical chipping of delaminated, honeycombed, or weak concrete.
· Cutting fillets and edges where required to prepare surfaces for rehabilitation.
Structural Repair and Rehabilitation
· Crack Treatment:
1. Inject epoxy or PU grout into cracks >0.3 mm width.
2. Ensure complete penetration and sealing of all active cracks.

· Honeycombs / Spalled Areas:
1. Apply polymer-modified mortar or cementitious repair mortar.
2. Restore profile to original dimensions.
· Reinforcement Repair:
1. Expose and treat corroded steel.
2. Replace or supplement reinforcement if required.
· Fillets:
1. Form 50×50 mm fillets at wall-floor and wall-wall junctions using polymer mortar.
Primer / Bond Coat
· Apply potable-grade PU primer to all prepared internal surfaces.
· Ensure complete and uniform coverage to achieve proper adhesion of waterproofing membrane.
PU Waterproofing Membrane Application
· Apply potable-grade PU waterproofing in two coats:
1. First coat: ~0.6 mm thickness
2. Second coat: perpendicular to first, total DFT ~1.2 mm
· Extend coating to corners, joints, and fillets for seamless coverage.
· Ensure proper curing for 48–72 hours before water contact.
Floor Protective Screed
· Apply polymer-modified cement mortar screed (~20 mm thick) over the cured PU membrane on floors.
· Maintain slope toward outlets for drainage.
· Cure screed for 3 days with wet hessian or misting.


External Bottom Plastering (GP2)
· Clean and roughen external bottom slab.
· Apply GP2 cementitious plaster (25 mm thick) for levelling and seepage prevention.
· Over GP2, apply polymer-modified render (~10 mm) for protection.
· Cure plaster for 3 days.
Pipe Penetrations and Joint Sealing
· Expose all inlet, outlet, overflow, and fire connections.
· Seal pipe collars and penetrations using PU sealant or polymer mortar.
· Install mechanical sleeves or puddle flanges where necessary.
· Ensure watertight integration with internal PU membrane and external GP2 coat.
Hydrostatic (Flood) Testing
· Conduct flood test on all tanks after curing for 72 hours.
· Inspect all surfaces and joints for leakage or dampness.
· Repair any defects and retest until watertight.
· Record testing observations for submission.
Disinfection and Handover
· Clean tanks internally with clean water.
· Disinfect potable tanks with chlorine solution (~50 ppm).
· Flush thoroughly to ensure safe potable water supply.
· Submit completion report including test results, photographs, and material approvals.
Materials and Standards
· PU Waterproofing: Potable-grade, seamless, UV-resistant, flexible, 1.2 mm DFT (Fosroc, Sika, Dr. Fixit, BASF)
· GP2 Plastering: Non-shrink cementitious plaster (Sika Grout 214, Renderoc GP2)
· Polymer Mortars: SBR-modified, for repairs and fillets
· Sealants: PU-based sealants for joints and penetrations
· Concrete Repair: Polymer-modified or epoxy mortars for structural rehabilitation
· All materials to comply with relevant IS/BS/ASTM standards for potable water and structural performance.

· Material data sheets and manufacturer approvals
· Stepwise work completion records
· Hydrostatic testing reports
· Photographic documentation of repairs, waterproofing, and plastering
· Completion certificate and 5-year waterproofing performance guarantee
