The work is to be carried out on a turnkey basis, including design, supply, installation, testing, and commissioning of all required furniture, ICT infrastructure, electrical, HVAC augmentation, and civil/interior works.

1.Electrical Works 
1.1 Scope of Electrical Work
Supply, installation, and commissioning of wiring using:
· All electrical cabling shall be conducted using surface-mounted PVC trunking (casing and capping) fixed on wall surfaces and furniture partitions. The trunking shall be securely fastened using screws and wall plugs at regular intervals. Wiring shall be enclosed within the trunking, ensuring segregation between power and data lines as per standard electrical practices.
· Payment will be made as per actual work on site.

· Junction boxes and faceplates must be flush-mounted and aligned properly.

1.4. Earthing
· Every point must include a 1.5 sq.mm copper earth wire drawn alongside the phase wire.
· Proper earthing continuity and bonding must be ensured for all metal body devices.
· Earthing resistance shall not exceed 1 ohm.

1.5. Trunking and Conduits
· Wiring shall be laid in recessed HMS UPVC conduits or surface mounted UPVC mini trunking, as per site requirements.
· All bends, elbows, and accessories must be ISI-marked and match the conduit/trunking make.
· Casing must be properly fixed using suitable clamps, screws, and spacing.
