Drawing/Photographs (Typical)

1. Scope of Work:
The work includes all materials, labour, equipment, and supervision required for constructing a concrete drain (0.6 m wide × 14.60 m long) with a stainless-steel grating cover, along with necessary dismantling and patch-up Kota stone flooring repairs near the drain edges.
All work shall be executed as per specifications, drawings (if any), and directions of the Engineer-in-Charge.
2. Detailed Description of Work:

a) Site Preparation & Dismantling
· Carefully cut and dismantle existing Kota stone flooring along the proposed drain alignment (approx. 0.6 m width × 14.60 m length).
· Remove debris and mortar completely from the site without damaging the adjacent flooring.
· Expose the base for drain concreting.
· 
b) Drain Construction (in Concrete)
· Construct drain walls and base in reinforced cement concrete (RCC) or plain cement concrete (PCC) as directed.
· Recommended mix: PCC 1:2:4 (M15) or RCC M20, minimum thickness 75 mm for base and 50 mm for side walls.
· Provide proper slope towards the outlet to ensure smooth water flow.
· Internal surface of the drain shall be finished with neat cement mortar (1:3) and smooth trowel finish.
· Provide necessary reinforcement (if RCC) — 8 mm bars @ 150 mm c/c both ways, or as approved.
· Formwork and curing to be done as per standard practice.
c) Stainless Steel Grating and Frame
· Supply and fix Stainless Steel Grating with frame, of approved design, to match drain width 0.6 m and total length 14.60 m.
· Grating to be fabricated from SS 304 grade, 4–5 mm thick flat bars, welded and polished to a brushed finish.
· The frame shall be securely embedded into the concrete top surface with proper level and alignment.
· Grating shall be removable for cleaning and designed to take light trolley or kitchen traffic load.
d) Kota Stone Flooring Patch Repair
· After completion of drain, carry out patch-up Kota stone flooring near drain edges to match existing finish.
· Provide and lay 25 mm / matching to existing thickness  Kota stone over 20 mm thick cement mortar (1:4) bed.
· Fill joints with cement slurry tinted to match stone shade, then rub and polish for a uniform appearance.
e) Finishing, Cleaning & Testing
· Apply cement grouting at junctions between Kota stone and concrete drain.
· Test the drain for smooth flow of water — no stagnation or leakage.
· Clean the site thoroughly and dispose of all debris as directed.
