Scope of Work:
1) This work covers carrying out all preparatory activities including supply, inspection and testing of materials as required, delivery at site, unloading, handling, dismantling of existing fixtures and finishes, civil repairs, waterproofing, plumbing, sanitary, electrical and allied works, assembly, installation, testing and commissioning, and putting into operation of renovated toilet blocks in Boys and Girls Hostels in the University Campus. The work shall be complete in all respects, including comprehensive maintenance for a period of one year after successful completion of the Defects Liability Period.
2) Location: The work shall be carried out in the Building of LNMIIT Campus, at Jaipur 
3) The work shall be executed as per CPWD/NBC General Specifications Toilet block renovation, as amended up to date, relevant I.E. Rules, BIS/IEC and as per directions of LNMIIT Representative. These additional specifications/ conditions are to be read in conjunction with above and in case of variations; specifications given in these additional conditions shall apply. However, nothing extra shall be paid on account of these additional specifications and conditions, as the same are to be read along with the schedule of quantities for the work. 
4) The tenderer should in his own interest visit the site and get familiarized with the site conditions before tendering. 
5) The work shall comprise of entire labour including supervision and all materials necessary to make a complete installation and such tests and adjustments and commissioning as may be required by the department. The term complete installation shall not only mean major items of the plant and equipment’s covered by specifications but all incidental sundry components necessary for complete execution and satisfactory performance of installation with all layout charts whether or not those have been mentioned in details in the tender document in connection with this contract. 
6) All debris/Malba resulting due to work shall be removed on daily basis and completion of the work shall only be accepted after the site has been cleaned of all malba. The malba is to be taken outside the Institute premises by the Contractor and dumped at an authorized place.  In case contractor fails to comply the same shall be got removed by the other agency at the payment shall be recovered from the bill of the contractor. 
7) Minor building works necessary for installation of equipment’s, making of opening in walls or in floor and restoring to their original conditions, finish and necessary grouting etc. as required. 
8) The contractor shall be bound to execute such additional items for S.I.T.C n be termed as logical, essential and necessary (even though not listed in schedule of work) for the effective execution of the work in totality.

10) Inspection and testing: All routine tests confirming to be relevant shall be carried out and the test reports shall be submitted to the LNMIIT Representative. The copies of all documents of routine and type test certificates of the equipment, carried out at the manufacturer’s premises shall be furnished to the Estate Manager and consignee at the time of delivery of material at site. After completion of the work in all respects the contractor shall offer the installation for testing and operation. 

12) COMPLIANCE WITH REGULATIONS AND INDIAN STANDARDS: All works shall be carried out in accordance with the relevant statutory regulations and the Indian Standards applicable to the works covered by this specification.
In particular, the equipment, materials, workmanship, and installation shall comply with the following:
i) Applicable Labour Codes of Government of India, including all rules, amendments, and notifications issued thereunder.
ii) Indian Electricity Act, 2003, Indian Electricity Rules / applicable CEA Regulations.
iii) Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS) and other relevant Indian Standards as applicable.
The contractor shall ensure full compliance with all statutory labour, safety, welfare, and regulatory requirements for the workforce engaged for the work.

1) The Contractor shall deploy an authorized representative who shall visit the site at least once every month or as directed by the Engineer-in-Charge to inspect the toilet blocks and associated fixtures. The representative shall check the operation of sanitary fittings, plumbing systems, flushing arrangements, valves, accessories, and allied installations, and shall carry out necessary adjustments, tightening, minor repairs, and rectification of defects to ensure proper functioning. 
2) The Contractor shall repair or replace any parts detail in the following clause which are found to be defective. 
4) The work shall be carried out as per technical Specifications and schedule of quantities specified in this document the entire satisfaction of the Estate manager. 
5) The tendered rates shall be deemed to include all services covered under this contract and no extra payment will be made on this account. 
6)  Any accident that occurred due to negligence will be the entire responsibility of the contractor. 
7) The time allotted for attending the complaints is 36 Hours and if the complaints are not done within 36 hours of the registration, a recovery @ Rs. 500/- per day shall be made against the contractor. 
8) Maintenance:
a. The comprehensive maintenance, routine as well as preventive maintenance for 01 year from the date of completion of DLP shall be carried out and the record of the same shall have to be maintained by bidder.
b. Sufficient trained and experienced staff & Engineer shall be made available to meet any exigency of work during the guarantee period of one year from the handing over of the installation. 
c. The following activities are covered under the scope of work, including cost of spares, provision of repair component and replacement of items as required.
i) In addition to the operation of toilet blocks / replacement of any kinds of fixtures, components and associated items is included in the scope of work of this contract 


Part-4
General Terms & Conditions
1)  The intending bidder must read the terms and conditions of the bid carefully. He should only submit his bid if he considers himself eligible and he is in possession of all the documents required. 
2) Information and Instructions for bidders posted shall form part of bid document. 
3) The LNMIIT-Jaipur reserves the right to reject any prospective bid at any point of time, if the documents provided by the bidder appear to be fake or any false information is provided by the bidder. 
4) The intending contractor is advised to visit the site of work, of his own, to acquainting himself regarding site details etc. prior to quoting the tender. 
5) All materials and items shall be procured on or before 30 April 2026.
The work shall commence from 15 May 2026 and shall be completed in all respects by 15 July 2026
6) Payment Terms:
      A)   Payment to the bidder shall be released as follows:
1. Advance Payment:
10% of the quoted cost shall be paid as advance after award of work and submission of Performance Security/Advance BG.
2. Delivery Stage:
50% of the quoted cost shall be paid after successful delivery of all materials/items at site.
3. Installation, Testing & Commissioning Stage:
35% of the quoted cost shall be paid after successful installation, testing, and commissioning of all Materials/ items 
4. DLP Completion Stage:
The remaining 5% of the quoted cost for all Materials/items shall be released after successful completion of the Defect Liability Period (DLP).
5. Payment shall be made on an item-rate basis for the actual quantities measured and the actual work executed at site, duly verified and certified by the Engineer-in-Charge.
B)  If the bidder fails to complete the work, deliver materials, or perform installation, testing    and commissioning within the time schedule specified in the contract, liquidated damages shall be levied as follows:
1. Delay in Delivery of Materials/Items: 0.5% of the total contract value of delayed materials/items per week of delay, subject to a maximum of 5% of the total contract value.
2. Delay in Installation, Testing & Commissioning: 0.5% of the total contract value of work pending installation/commissioning per week of delay, subject to a maximum of 5% of the total contract value.
3. Delay in Completion of Defect Liability Period (DLP) / Rectification of Defects: If defects pointed out during the DLP are not rectified within the stipulated time, liquidated damages at the rate of 0.5% of the total contract value per week of delay, subject to a maximum of 5% of the total contract value, shall be levied.
The deduction of liquidated damages shall be made from any payments due to the contractor or from the Performance Security/Bank Guarantee. The levy of liquidated damages shall be without prejudice to any other rights or remedies of the Employer under the contract.
4. Water and Electricity required for execution of the work shall be provided free of cost by the institute.
7) Intending bidders are advised to inspect and examine the site and its surroundings and satisfy themselves before submitting their bids as to the nature of the ground and sub-soil (so far as is practicable), the form and nature of the site, the means of access to the site, the accommodation they may require and in general shall themselves obtain all necessary information as to risks, contingencies and other circumstances which may influence or affect their bid. The Performance Guarantee shall remain valid for a period of Five (5) Years from the date of completion of the work or handing over of the toilet blocks, as applicable, covering the entire guarantee period includes,
· The entire construction/execution period
· The subsequent Defect Liability Period(DLP)
During the five-year guarantee period, the contractor shall be responsible for:
· Rectification of all defects arising due to faulty materials, workmanship, or installation.
· Replacement or repair of defective sanitary fittings, plumbing components, fixtures, and allied works at no extra cost to the Employer.
· Ensuring proper functioning and performance of the toilet blocks as per approved specifications.
In the event of failure on the part of the contractor to rectify defects within the stipulated time, the Employer shall be entitled to recover the cost of rectification from the Performance Guarantee or take any other action as per contract conditions.
The Performance Guarantee shall be released only after satisfactory completion of the five-year guarantee period, subject to fulfillment of all contractual obligations.
	The performance Guarantee in respect to comprehensive maintenance 
 will be released after 45 days from the completion of the Completion of comprehensive maintenance Period. 
This guarantee shall be in the form of Insurance Surety Bonds, Account Payee Demand Draft, Fixed Deposit Receipt or Bank Guarantee from any of the Commercial banks in accordance with the prescribed form as provided in the bid. In case, the Bidder fails to deposit the said Performance Guarantee within the period as mentioned above including the extended period, if any, the Earnest Money deposited by the Bidder shall be forfeited automatically without any notice to the Bidder. The earnest money deposited along with the bid shall be returned after receiving the aforesaid performance guarantee.
10) Rates: The rates quoted by the tenderer, shall be firm and inclusive of all taxes (including works GST, labour cess), duties, levies, octrori etc. and all charges for packing forwarding, insurance, freight and delivery, installation, testing, commissioning etc. and clearance required if any.
11) The Contractor has to carry out comprehensive, routine and preventive maintenance as per manufacturer’s standard for a period of minimum 12 months from the date of handing over. Nothing extra shall be paid on this account. 
12) WARANTEE: All equipment’s shall be guaranteed for a minimum period of 12 months, from the date of taking over the installation by the department/Client against unsatisfactory performance and/or breakdown due to defective design, workmanship or material. The equipment or components, or any part thereof, found defective during the guarantee period shall be forthwith repaired or replaced free of cost, to the satisfaction of the Estate Manager. In case it is felt by the department that undue delay is being caused by the contractor in doing this, the same will be got done by the department at the risk and cost of the contractor. The decision of the Estate manager in this regard shall be final & binding on the contractor. 
13) The successful tenderer should furnish well in advance three copies of detailed instructions and manuals of manufacturers for all items of equipment’s regarding installation, adjustments, operation and maintenance i/c preventive maintenance and troubleshooting together with all the relevant data sheets, spare parts, catalogue and workshop procedure for repairs, assembly and adjustments etc all in triplicate. 
14)   Dispute Resolution: If any dispute with regard to the terms of this Contract shall be handled through Arbitration, as per the following terms, between them: 
(I) THAT, the parties agree that any dispute or difference whatsoever arising between them out of/under or in connection with or relating to the existence, meaning, scope, validity, termination, breach, or any other effect flowing from the Contract shall be referred to a Sole Arbitrator, as appointed under clause (IV) herein below. 
(II) AND THAT, the parties agree that in respect of those matters, as are not defined in the terms and conditions of this Dispute Resolution Clause, or anywhere else in the Contract, the same shall be decided and settled by the Sole Arbitrator, in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and the amendments thereof as in operation on the date of execution of the Contract. 
(III) AND THAT, the parties agree that the place of Arbitration shall be at Jaipur, Rajasthan. 
(IV) AND THAT, whenever the parties decide to resort/resolve to Arbitration for dispute 
resolution, the Director, LNMIIT shall be the authority to appoint the Sole Arbitrator, and such appointment shall be binding on both the parties: 
Provided that before approaching Director-LNMIIT for appointment of Sole Arbitrator, the parties shall make a sincere attempt to resolve their dispute, within a time period of 3 months, through mutual conciliation/ negotiations. The sole arbitrator shall not be an employee of any of the party to this tender. 
(V) AND THAT all costs relating to the Arbitration proceedings shall be borne equally by both parties. 
(VI) AND THAT, the parties agree that the language for making all submissions and evidence will be presented in ENGLISH during the proceedings. 
(VII) AND THAT, it is agreed between the parties that they shall extend their fullest support and co-operation to the Sole Arbitrator and not seek adjournment of the Arbitration proceedings, without explaining the reasons therefore, in writing, in advance, for seeking of such adjournment, and further that there shall not be more than two such adjournments granted, even when there exists a valid reason for seeking such adjournment. And, it is further agreed that the parties should cooperate in completing the arbitration process and the broader dispute resolution within 6 months or at most with an extension, on mutual consent, of another 6 months.
(VIII) The sole Arbitrator shall record, in writing, the arguments of the two parties on each of the points of dispute and pass a reasoned and speaking Award thereon, within the Terms and Conditions of the Contract Agreement.

· Contractor shall execute work including dismantling, supply, installation, testing, commissioning, debris disposal, and making-good of all surfaces.
2.Civil & Structural Works
· Dismantling of damaged wall/ floor finishes, plaster, doors, windows, false ceilings where required.
· Surface preparation and structural repair of RCC members (columns, beams, slabs) including crack filling, polymer mortar, and protective coatings.
· Plastering, screed laying, slope correction near floor traps, and IPS/concrete work.
· Installation of new flooring and wall tiles (anti-skid ceramic/vitrified floor tiles, glazed wall tiles up to ceiling height).

1. Scope of Work
The contractor shall supply, install, test and commission electrical system for bathroom renovation works, complete in all respects, as per site requirements and directions of the Engineer-in-Charge (EIC). The scope shall include but not be limited to the following:
1.1 Trunking Supply & Installation
· Supplying and fixing heavy-duty PVC electrical trunking of approved make and size (25×16 mm / 38×25 mm / 50×25 mm or as required).
