To complement the following specifications, below is the Scope of Work and Technical Requirements, to ensures that the quality of execution matches the modern material standards established by the institute.


Part A: Scope of Work

The scope involves providing all labor, premium materials, scaffolding, tools, and equipment necessary for the complete execution of internal and external painting, polishing, and waterproofing works. This includes:
1. Surface Preparation: Complete removal of loose paint, dust, grease, and efflorescence using mechanized tools where specified.
2. Repairs: Filling of cracks using non-shrink grout or acrylic fillers and leveling surfaces with high-grade putty.
3. Application: Systematic application of primers, undercoats, and finish coats as per manufacturer-specified intervals and thickness (DFT).
4. Specialized Treatments: Execution of high-build waterproofing on roofs and damp-proofing of internal walls using SBR latex and fiber-reinforced membranes.
5. Protection: Covering of floors, furniture, glass, and electrical fittings with plastic/masking tape prior to work and thorough cleaning post-completion.

Part B: Technical Requirements

1. Material Quality Standards
· Approved Brands: All materials (Paints, Primers, Putty, and Chemicals) must be from Tier-1 manufacturers (e.g., Asian Paints, Berger, or Nerolac, ) and delivered in original, sealed containers.
· Eco-Friendly Compliance: All interior paints must be Low-VOC (Volatile Organic Compounds) to ensure health safety and environmental compliance.
· Storage: Materials must be stored in a dry, cool, and well-ventilated space. Expired or thinned materials beyond manufacturer limits shall be rejected.

3. Execution & Workmanship

· Moisture Content: Painting must only proceed when the moisture content of the wall surface is below 12% (to be verified with a moisture meter).
· Scaffolding: For exterior works (Items 18–21) and high-ceiling interiors, double-legged steel scaffolding must be used to ensure worker safety and reach.
· Application Tools:
I. Rollers: High-density felt rollers for smooth emulsion finishes.
II. Sprays: Compressor-based spray for Melamine/PU polishing (Items 25–26).
III. Trowels: Stainless steel trowels for textured finishes (Item 21).

4. Surface Preparation Hierarchy

· New Work: Minimum two coats of acrylic putty followed by one coat of primer before the final paint layers.
· Old Work: Biological wash or pressure washing is required for exterior walls to remove algae/fungi before repainting.
· Metal/Pipes: Mechanical wire brushing or sanding to remove rust, followed immediately by an anti-corrosive primer (Red Oxide/Zinc Chromate).

5. Waterproofing & Special Coatings

· Roof Treatment: Surface must be cleared of all debris. The Liquid Applied Membrane (LAM) must be applied in cross-directional coats to ensure 100% coverage.
· Internal Dampness: Treatment must include the removal of plaster up to the brick level if efflorescence is severe, followed by an epoxy-based damp-blocker.

6. Inspection & Quality Control

· Patch Test: A sample patch (\(1m \times 1m\)) of the approved shade and finish must be applied for the Engineer-in-Charge’s approval before proceeding with the full area.
· Finish Criteria: The final surface must be free from brush marks, sags, runs, or "orange peel" textures (unless specified). It must provide a uniform shade and gloss level across all surfaces
· Check list: Vendor must obtain a duly signed checklist (as listed below) upon completion of the work from the JEN (Civil) or an authorized representative

7. The vendor shall submit a detailed methodology and work procedure, along with the earliest completion timeline for each type of work.

2. If the supplier does not have a particular item or proposes a different make than that specified in the tender, the same must be clearly highlighted in the bid.
3. Prices must be inclusive of all charges such as packing, forwarding, transit insurance, transportation, loading, unloading (up to 50 meters), installation, and any other incidental expenses.
4. Bid must be submitted on an F.O.R. basis for delivery at: The LNM Institute of Information Technology, Gram – Rupa Ki Nangal, Post – Sumel, Via – Jamdoli, Jaipur – 302031.
5. Bid shall remain valid for a minimum period of 30 days. No change in prices will be accepted during the validity period.
6. The LNMIIT reserves the right to reject any quotation without assigning any reason.
7. Payment terms shall be mutually decided and agreed upon between the Institute and the vendor.
8. The bidder must submit a No Conflict of Interest Declaration along with the bid.
9. The bid must be submitted on the company’s letterhead and in the LNMIIT-prescribed format only.
10. Any item or service not being supplied by the bidder must be clearly mentioned separately in the bid.
11. Vendors must provide a photocopy of their cheque/cancelled cheque along with the invoice for payment processing.
12. Prices shall be quoted in Indian Rupees (INR) only.
13. Total prices shall be quoted for the complete scope of work as per technical specifications, inclusive of all taxes, duties, insurance, packing, forwarding, and incidental charges.
14. Agencies or individuals who are debarred or blacklisted are not permitted to participate in the tendering process. Any agency engaging a debarred person for negotiations or representation is also liable to be debarred.
15. If the work is not completed within the stipulated time mentioned in the work order, the competent authority of LNMIIT reserves the right to accept partial work on suitable terms, cancel the supply/work order, withhold or stop payment, forfeit the Earnest Money Deposit, or debar the agency. The decision of the Competent Authority shall be final and binding.
16. In case two or more bidders quote the same rates, the final selection shall be made through a draw of lots conducted by a committee comprising LNMIIT administrative members(PCC).
17. Vendors are required to visit the site and conduct a detailed survey before submitting their bid to understand the exact requirements. No request for additional items or modifications will be entertained later.
18. A pre-bid meeting and/or site visit may be arranged prior to submission of bids to clarify any doubts regarding project details, scope of work, and required documents.
