Bid Process:
Technical & Commercial details on the company’s letterhead, duly signed and sealed by the authorized signatory are required to be submitted in two separate envelopes/files. Both envelopes/files should be duly marked as “Technical bid for “Water Tank Cleaning Work (Approx. 850000 Ltr.)” and “Commercial Bid for “Water Tank Cleaning Work (Approx. 850000 Ltr.)” respectively. Both Envelopes shall be enclosed in a single envelope bearing the heading “Bid for “Water Tank Cleaning Work (Approx. 850000 Ltr.)”. Bids are liable to be rejected if any or both of the technical or commercial offers are found in open condition or required information is not found with the offer.
Bids can be sent via email as per the process mentioned above.
Technical Bid: (in a separate sealed envelope)
While submitting quotations, the following procedure/ formalities and conditions may kindly be adhered.
1. Company profile or brief note about the bidder’s company, PAN number, and GST number should be submitted by the Vendor.
2. The List of Directors/Partners/Proprietor/Members of the Firm to be attached.
3. Detail of other associated/sister concerns (if any) of Directors/Partners/ Proprietor/ Members to be provided.
4. Turn over for the last three years to be mentioned. (Copy to be enclosed)
5. Work completion certificate of the same domain of the last three years to be enclosed. 
6. List of the client to whom the vendor has delivered the goods or provided the services in past.
7. Specification as mentioned below, shall be provided as per the details given below:

Scope of work (procedure), Technical data sheet with Specification of the item/s

1. Clear the top of the water storage tank & clean the workspace upto 5m. In addition, use the work in process mentioned tape all around the site location. 
2. Close the inlet valve of the water storage tank to stop the entrance of water inside the tank.
3. Take out the filled water from the water storage tank through the drain valve or hydraulic pumps & manually.
4. Enter the tank from the tank opening (manhole) using SS ladder only (maximum two persons at a time upto 30 minutes only with safety gears, and two persons shall present at the top of the water storage tank) after visually ensure that the tank is empty. 
5. Scrub the water tank inner walls, ceiling & floor with the scrubber, and pressure jets. 
6. Get the sand, adhere dirt, salt, damaged or broken materials (if any) out from the water storage tank from the help of the clean cloth, & a nylon brush. 
7. Clean the water tank inner surfaces (walls, ceiling & floor) with portable/ soft water twice, remove the remaining dirty/ impure water by using clean cloth or lint free mop or vacuum cleaner. 
8. After cleaning the water storage tank completely, come out from the tank.
9. Rinse the water storage tank by opening the inlet valve & remove the wastewater by opening of the drain valve. Further, use UV system to disinfect the inner surfaces (If required). 
10. Cleaned water storage tank checked by the supervising personnel (Civil supervisor & Plumber).
