Scope of Work:
To provide professional services for carrying out comprehensive Electrical safety of the complete Electrical installation at/ of Buildings /Offices / HOSTELSs under jurisdiction of university and give comprehensive report to the buildings, suggesting corrective measure. The agency should use the following equipment’s/ instruments for conducting electrical audit in buildings/ offices.
· Power analyzer
· Thermal Gun
· Multi meter /Clamp Meter
· Equipment’s for checking efficiency of earthing
· Earth Insulation Megger/ resistance tester
· Any other equipment/ Instrument required for conducting electric safety audit
· Lux meter
· Cable insulation tester
· Other required instruments.
· Visiting the Buildings /Offices / HOSTELS/ road lights common facilities to study & verify the installation by competent Electrical Safety Auditor
· Suggestion on Corrective measures necessary towards Electrical safety.
· The comprehensive report shall be based on institute’s requirement.
· Assuming full responsibility for supervision and proper execution of works covered under the scope of contract.
· Deploy skilled staff for supervision of work under scope of contract.
· Any other services connected with the works usually and normally rendered by the Electrical Safety Audit but not referred to herein above.

Broad Scope of Electrical Safety Audit:
1.	The Audit activities shall include the following: 
a. 	Pre-Audit: Meeting with University’s technical team, Visual inspection of the site & verification of various electrical installation. 
b. 	Audit: Auditing and performance analysis to determine the condition of electrical installation as detailed below. 
c. 	Submission of Final report to university as per discussions with the University with suggestions and recommendations. 
2.	All Electric Installations (E.g., AC, Lifts, DG set, UPS, Electric panel, transformer etc.) of building/offices /HOSTELS fall under scope of work.
3.	Physical inspection of the building/office/Building/HOSTELS with reference to applicable Indian Standard, Indian Electricity Rules, and other relevant codes of Practice & identifying electrical hazards (leakage etc.) therein.
4.	Review & Testing of adequacy of wires & cables based on actual load current measurements and cable current carrying capacities. Insulation Resistance test and Earthing leakage testing should be done.
 5.	Performance & testing of Bus bar, filtration coil, safety device like MCB, ELCB, etc. & Electrical distribution panel of air conditioning unit.
6.	Evaluation of electric preventive maintenance (EPM) to examine documentation, checklists, work permit, test records etc. and if EPM is not in place or inadequate, recommend and design EPM as per applicable standards.
7.	Evaluation of voltage, current parameter of electric equipment’s for Normal operations.
8.	Training/ guiding the electricians provided by the Institute from the point of electrical safety.
9.	Testing/ Auditing should be done properly as per standard practices with help of internal team of electrical engineer/electrician.
10.	Thermography/ Temperature detection should be done for hot spot detection in electric panel, equipment’s etc.
11.	Earthing system should be checked and tested properly for Earth resistance.
12.	The scope includes arranging all required tools and tackles, measuring instruments, data loggers, wires & cables and technicians/ electricians required for completion of the scope of work. It also includes work instructions from Institute, visiting site, and preparing reports on the same to enable the Institute to take a decision for taking decisions.
13.	Specific recommendations/ suggestions for ensuring Electrical safety with specifics.
14.	The Electrical Installation under purview of Electrical Safety Audit includes all electrical equipment’s/ installations from the point of supply from the Local Power Body/ agency to the respective incoming electric distribution and thereafter internal electric distribution system. The study shall include complete lighting & power load, Electrical distribution, Air-conditioners, pumps, Lifts, UPS & battery Systems, Computer, and Airwasher, earthing system, DG sets and Automatic Power factor controlling panels etc.
15.	Study of loge books/data sheets of routine maintenance of Sub-station equipment/ panels/protection device.
16. 	If any equipment/machinery is not mentioned by customer shall also be considered in the same job with no extra charge.
